What does it take to keep Cantus Novus running?  As a singer, you are responsible for preparing for rehearsals and concerts, paying dues, participating on at least one committee, selling tickets, soliciting donors and/or advertisers and paying for music.  Without your musical talent, participation, and engagement, we would not perform beautiful, moving concerts for sold-out audiences.  

We thought it would be helpful to share the various components of revenue and expenses to help explain why we ask each of you to do the best you can to add to the income of the group, thereby allowing you to perform with a variety of instrumentalists.
Our revenue comes from:

· Individual and corporate donations

· Concert ticket sales

· Fundraisers (net of expenses)

· Grants

· Member dues

· Ad sales

· Interest and investment income
Our expenses cover:

· Staff compensation (Director, Administrator, Accompanist, Intern)

· Orchestra

· Concert venues

· Rental space for rehearsals

· Program reproduction

· Website maintenance

· Development (mailings, appreciation events)

· Marketing (advertising, mailings, posters/fliers, receptions)

· General/Administrative (postage, supplies, bank charges)

· Accounting (QuickBooks)

· Insurance

· Creative/Writing/Graphic/Production services

· ASCAP royalties

· Chorus organization dues
Aside from all the activities/tasks aligned with the revenue and expenses, we are grateful for Ed’s ability to create engaging and unique concert programs and Nancy’s willingness to do whatever it takes to accomplish each request.
